SPRING 3-D LEAGUE

The Spring 3-D Archery league will begin in mid April and unlike last year,
participants in the league can shoot at the time of their choosing during
any regular club hours as long as it’s done on or in advance of Thursday eve-
nings. 8 weeks of shooting will be scored with the first tallied cards due in by
April 21st. Any type of equipment may be used: compound, traditional or
crossbow if that's what you’ll use to hunt. As always arrows tipped with
broad heads are prohibited on the 3-D range. League fees will be $27 for
Charters, $30 for Associates and just $12 for additional youth family members.
On April 13th beginning at 6:00 pm you can try out the course for free and
learn about the league and decide then if you'd like to participate. The first
league scoring round can be shot on April 21st or earlier whenever the
club is open.

The 3-D range will also be open and available for general
use beginning April 14th for non-league shooters.
