Beer Shoot 
Caledonia will host the first night of 
shooting on Wednesday, August 
23rd.  Then on the following 
Wednesday, the 30th, we’ll finish up 
at West Walker.  Lines will get 
started at about 5:30 pm at each 
club.  Remember, you don’t have to 
shoot both trap and skeet.  But do 
keep in mind if you shoot a line of 
trap and a line of skeet at both clubs 
all four of your lines could count in 
the scoring.  Only two (of the four) 
lines will be used if you shoot only 
trap or only skeet.  We’ll be shooting 
a total of 50 birds (2 lines) at each 
club.  You don’t need to shoot both 
nights for your scores to count.  The 
only cost to you will be $4.00 per line 
for shooting.  Food and beer will be 
included.  The losing club pays for 
all the beer. 

Last year the first night at West 
Walker we had a combined total of 

141 shooters.  The second night (at 
Caledonia) there was a total of 140 
shooters.  The two-day combined 
total score was 2,134 pts for West 
Walker and 2,104 pts for us.  We 
now lead the series 5 to 4.  It’s get-
ting too close for comfort! 

Remember the more shooters we 
have the better, and without a doubt 
it’s one of the more fun events of the 
year, so try to make it even if it’s for 
only one of the two nights.  There’s a 
sign-up sheet in the clubhouse.
