Shooting lines will get started at about 

5:30 pm at each club.  Remember, you 

donôt have to shoot both trap and skeet.  
But do keep in mind ðif you shoot a 

line of trap and a line of skeet at 
both clubs all four of your lines could 

count in the scoring.  Only two (of 
the four) lines will be used if you 

shoot only trap or only skeet.   

 
Weôll be shooting a total of 50 birds (2 

lines) at each club.  You donôt need to 
shoot both nights for your scores to 

count.  The only cost to you will be $6.00 

per line for the shooting.  Food and beer 
will be included.  The losing club pays for 

all the beer. 
 

Last year the first night of shooting at 

WWSC had a combined total of 127 
shooters.  The second night (at CSC) 

there was a total of 137 shooters from 

both clubs.  The two -day combined total 
score was 1,994 pts for West Walker and 

1,967 pts for us.  The series is now 

WWSC with 6 wins and us with 5.  Weôve 
lost three years in a row!  Letôs get this 

thing turned around!
