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ARCHERY LEAGUE INFO

The summer outdoor archery league will begin
on Wednesday, July 5th with the first Tuesday
evening shoot on July 11th. Rounds can be
shot on Tuesday evenings or any time during
regular club hours as long as it's done in ad-
vance. However, until July 25th you can turn
in up to 3 scoring rounds on a late basis (to
allow for vacation absenteeism early in the
league). As in the past, Tuesday evening
shooting is reserved for archers only (no fire-
arms are discharged) and your attendance on
Tuesdays would be great but is not mandatory
for league participation. There's a box for
scorecards outside under the deck. You must
be a club member to shoot the league. The 3-
D league fee is $48 ($24 for youth). There is
also a 3-month trial membership available with
a league sign-up for new members. So bring
a new recruit if you can.

The league will be run with separate flights for
compound shooters, traditionalists and youth
(no equipment distinctions). We'd love to
have more youth shooters and will try to or-
ganize them as shooting groups particularly if
they can shoot on Tuesdays.

The leagues will run until September 12th with
a cookout/keg/awards on Tuesday September
19th. On Tuesdays only, non-league guests
can accompany you and shoot for just $5; at
all other times normal range fees apply. If you
want to improve your chances of bagging you
venison this fall—this is one of the best ways
to prepare and tilt the odds in you favor.

If you are not interested in the league, shooter
cards (5 rounds) are also available and are
priced at 10% below normal range fees. Oth-
erwise, a range pass can be purchased at the
counter.

Congratulations to Nick Kaechele and Walt
Ogden for finishing the spring league as top
compound and traditional shooters, and also
to member Rod Price who took the top spot in
his class at the IBO shoot here at the club in
June.

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BIRD HUNTER TUNE-UP AND 3-D ARCHERY
LEAGUES BEGIN IN JULY

Bird Hunters Tune-up: Individuals (no teams) for fun and improving you wing shooting skills. Register anytime on or before
Aug. 31 (but sooner gives you more time to complete your rounds). This is an 8 round league involving all sorts of staged shots
and is played out on the club’s skeet, trap and sporting clays fields. Shoot 25 targets each round. Shooting ends September 24th
and will be soon after followed by a weeknight BBQ. Situations will change but will include waterfowl and upland game sce-
narios with crossing, going away and coming at you shots from various stances. League cost is $50 and covers your rounds (not
ammo) and a BBQ with beverages and prizes to wrap-up the league in late Sept. Shoot any time the club is open on Wed. &
Thurs. evenings or weekend days. Bear in mind that Wednesday will be the only evening on which the league manager will at-
tempt to create especially challenging and imaginative shooting circumstances (weather permitting) to test you skills.

3-D Archery: Shoot anytime the club is open or on Tuesday evenings which is an archery only night. League cost is $48 and
covers range fees and includes the cookout/beverages/awards at the conclusion. Youth fees are $24. Shooting involves 3-D ani-
mal targets emulating all types of hunting situations from up close tree stand shots to long range western style hunts. This ten
week league starts July 5 at 6 pm but you need not start then as the first three weeks of shooting must be completed by July 25.
Youngsters, traditionalists and compound bow shooters will compete in their own flights. The cookout on Sept. 19 will close out
the league.

Though the club is open to the public, membership is a requirement for league activity and the club will be offering a 3-month
trial membership for just $25 to new members opting to participate in either or both leagues. These leagues are intended to give
area sportsmen and women the practice needed to hunt more confidently this fall.
